The Program which was developed
in consultation with community language sector representatives included
participation and contribution from the Macedonian Community Language School.
Kathleen (Kathy) Lazaridis, Director of the Macedonian Community Language
School, who spoke at the launch, provided insight into the importance of
maintaining language saying “we all know that if languages and cultures are not
maintained they can be lost and when they are, it can be permanent’. She
provided historical context on the Macedonian language and the Macedonian
Community Language School and the efforts needed to support community language schools. Representing the
Macedonian Community of Western Australia Inc. was Mr Peter Vassileff, Chairman of the Macedonian Community
Language School Board. It is interesting to know that there are currently 40 community language schools operating
across the State providing complimentary language learning to students. The
Macedonian Community Language School is one of these and the single
largest provider of Macedonian language in Western Australia.
